The Finance Committee finalized the 2012 budget, and it was approved on 12/12/11. A copy of
the budget is included in this newsletter (below and on next page). The expense budget of $142,922
shown is the Pennsdale budget. It is up 4.5% over last year, driven primarily by a 15% increase in
conference charges and the cost of maintaining the fellowship hall. We have included an income
estimate, based on the last 2 years, and show a projected deficit of $23,827. The next Finance meeting
is scheduled for Thursday, February 9, 2012. Anyone is welcome to attend.
